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2. Overview

and pursue the LORD, who has now elevated me to the function of an Apostle. 

During my most 

profound depressed moments, I had the disturbing revelation that I was far from the LORD and I had not 

changed! I felt totally alone and isolated! I was still fighting the same battles with lustful thoughts of 

pornography and countless other challenges in my life that were contrary to GOD’s WORD.  When I did an 

inventory of my life, I also realized that almost no one had changed despite my many years of preaching and 

teaching around the world. 

Unbeknownst to me, the LORD was beginning my journey to understanding when He revealed to me in April 

2012 the similarities between Paul and Moses.  The revelation of Paul and Moses took me on a journey that has 

enabled me to finally understand what the FATHER and SON have been seeking in me and others.  My 

knowledge grew immensely during the research and writing of my book, Paul, The Moses of the New Testament 

Church, which we published in 2021 through our publishing company, Galilee Publishing. The LORD taught 

me the foundational principles of His Kingdom, and that knowledge has continued to grow since that moment! 

Our 2024 Annual Discipleship Conference brought me to this most crucial understanding of what the LORD 

desires for me and everyone who would FOLLOW Him! 

The LORD is seeking individuals to GROW and TRANSFORM into WISE BRIDES who are 

CLEANSED, SANCTIFIED, and PREPARED to be MARRIED to JESUS in His coming Kingdom!

Heb 5:12-13 (KJV) For when for the time ye ought to be teachers, ye have need that one teach you again 

which be the first principles of the oracles of God; and are become such as have need of milk, and not 

of strong meat. 13 For every one that useth milk is UNSKILLFUL in the WORD of RIGHTEOUSNESS: 

for he is a BABE. 

The Holy Scriptures declare that you are a BABE if you have not READ the WORD of GOD and GROWN! 

1Pe 2:2 (KJV) As NEWBORN BABES, DESIRE the sincere milk of the WORD, that ye may GROW 

thereby: 

JESUS had Peter give us an answer for how we are to GROW.  This answer is also a commandment from the 

LORD.   

The answer for growing is that, as NEWBORN BABES, we must seek the SINCERE WORD of GOD. It is 

important to know that the word SINCERE was translated from the Greek word adolos (G97), which means 

UNDECEITFUL and UNADULTERATED!  

Those who fulfill the commandment to DESIRE the WORD by committing to READING and STUDYING 

WILL GROW!

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14. Module 2 - The NT Church and The Organized Church 

It is also extremely important to understand the Scriptural meaning and definition of the Greek word Ekklesia, 

which is translated as Church in the King James Version of the Bible. 

We also want to share with you the two terms the HOLY GHOST gave us to describe the Church; the New 

Testament (NT) Church and the Organized Church.   

I first described these terms in my book, Paul, The Moses of the New Testament Church, in Section II – 

Chapter 4. 

Understanding JESUS’ Ekklesia will help you to orient your journey as you FOLLOW Him! It will help you to 

have the proper lens from which to READ and STUDY GOD’s WORD! 

A. The Ekklesia 

In was in Spain in approximately 1982 that I first encountered the word Ekklesia.  I was in training to be a 

deacon and Pastor Elijah Holland Jr. gave us homework by asking us what is the Ekklesia.  I am not sure how I 

discovered the answer in 1982 with the limited resources that I had available to me but I found the answer.  

Ekklesia was translated to the Engish word “Church.”  But what is the Ekklesia?  Let’s examine that word 

before we discuss the modern iterations of what many now call “Church.” 

KEY TRUTHS TO LEARN 

 The true meaning and definition of the word Ekklesia is “Called Out”

• Ekklēsia, ek-klay-see'-ah (G1577) From a compound of G1537 and a derivative of G2564; a calling 
out 

• Ekklēsia appears 115 times in the NT,  

• St. Matthew 16:18 – First used of the word Ekklēsia (Church) in the KJV scriptures.  JESUS declared 

that he would build his Ekklesia on Him, the Rock 

• Acts 2:47 – The gathering of Disciples who were filled with the HOLY GHOST on the Day of 

Pentecost were called the Ekklēsia 

• Acts 7:38 – The experience of JESUS and GOD speaking to Moses on Mount Sina was called the 

Ekklēsia  

• Acts 8:1-3 – Paul made havoc on the Ekklēsia, and he persecuted them 

• Romans 16:1 – the Ekklēsia met in the homes of the individuals who were FOLLOWERS of CHRIST 

• Revelation 2:7, 2:11, 2:17, 2:29, 3:6, 3:13, 3:22 – JESUS proclaimed, “He that hath an ear let him hear 

what the Spirit saith unto the Ekklēsia  

• When the word the Ekklēsia was selected, there were NO BUILDINGS, NO INSTITUTIONS, NO 

ORGANIZATION in JESUS CHRIST 

FINAL TAKEAWAY 
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 Individuals who answered JESUS’ CALL to FOLLOW HIM are the Ekklēsia 

 You individually are the Ekklēsia 

 Collectively, those who commit to FOLLOWING CHRIST are His Ekklēsia and members of His Body

B. The New Testament (NT) Church 
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What is the New Testament (NT) Church? This is the name the LORD gave me to describe His Bride and future 

Wife.  The LORD gave me this answer to distinguish between the world’s definition of his that has now been 

perverted to focus on the buildings, the institutions, and the organizations.  The main issue is that so many have 

been focused on the traditional use of the word “Church” that they have mostly ignored the true meaning of the 

word, which is a reference to those who FOLLOWED the LORD and have been called to come “Out of the 

World.”   

KEY TRUTHS TO LEARN 

 The Greek word Ekklēsia was translated to the English word “Church” 

 It is important for Disciples to focus on being the Ekklēsia, the living Church of JESUS CHRIST and 

GOD 

STUDY SCRIPTURES, WISDOM, AND INSIGHTS 

• Acts 2:42-47 contains the best description and characteristics of the Ekklēsia  (the Church) 

o Continued steadfastly in the APOSTLE’S DOCTRINE, FELLOWSHIP, BREAKING of 

BREAD, and PRAYERS 

o Fear came upon every soul; many wonders and signs were done by the Apostles 

o All that BELIEVED were TOGETHER, and had ALL THINGS COMMON; they SOLD 

their POSSESSIONS and parted them all men, as every man had NEED 

o Continued daily with ONE ACCORD in the TEMPLE (teaching) and breaking bread from 

HOUSE to HOUSE did eat their bread with gladness and singleness of HEART 

o Praising GOD, and Having favor with all the people 

o And the LORD ADDED to the Ekklēsia, the CHURCH, daily such as should be SAVED 

• 1 Corinthians 12:28-31 – JESUS commanded the roles and functions of the Ekklēsia 

• 1 Corinthians 121-27; Romans 12:3-8 – JESUS had Paul to write to define the gifts and callings given 

to his Ekklēsia 

• Ephesians 4:11-16 – Paul specifies the function of the Apostles, Prophets, Evangelists, Pastors, and 

Teachers as necessary for the perfecting of the saints (Disciples) and to bring CHRIST’s body together 

into the unity of the knowledge of CHRIST 

•  Ephesians 5:25-27 – Paul explains the Mystery of Christ and the Ekklēsia in a comparion of the 

marriage of Christ to the Ekklēsia using the example of the marriage between a man and woman to 

teach and reveal this TRUTH. 

• The NT Church is a group of NT Disciples who have REPENTED of their SINS, have been BAPTIZED 

into JESUS CHRIST, have received the “gift of the HOLY GHOST” and live a life as they are led, 

instructed, and guided by the HOLY GHOST

C. The Organized Church 

Most do not like to talk about it, but we must talk about the elephant in the room; FALSE PROPHETS. Some 

don’t even like to discuss the subject because they feel as though they would be doing harm to the Body of 

CHRIST!  However, we do more harm when we do not discuss all the WORD of GOD and be willing to 

identify those whose words are FALSE because they are contrary to the TRUTH of the WRITTEN WORD of 

GOD. 

Many of the NT Churches established in SPIRIT and in TRUTH have morphed over time into what the HOLY 

GHOST led me to define as the “Organized Church.” 

KEY TRUTHS TO LEARN 
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 The Organized Church is what the NT Church evolves into when man supplants the HOLY GHOST 

and NT Scriptures’ Truths and Patterns with doctrines and interpretations that originate in the HEART 

of man 

 The mark of an Organized Church is when its doctrine countermands and supersedes what is 

Written in the Holy Scriptures and the interpretation sent by the HOLY SPIRIT 

STUDY SCRIPTURES, WISDOM, AND INSIGHTS 

• St Matthew 7:15-20 – Beware of FALSE PROPHETS, which come to you in sheep’s clothing, but 

inwardly they are ravening wolves; BY THEIR FRUITS YE SHALL KNOW THEM 

• St. John 6:66-71 – Many Disciples turned and walked away from JESUS after He told them they must 

eat His flesh and drink His blood; JESUS chose twelve (12) Apostles, and one of them was a devil 

• St. Matt. 15:1-9 – JESUS called the Scribes and Pharisees HYPOCRITES; They had made the 

commandment of GOD of none effect by their TRADITION; They drew near to GOD with mouth, 

honored Him with their lips, but their HEARTS were FAR FROM HIM; In vain did they worship, 

TEACHING FOR DOCTRINES, THE COMMANDMENTS OF MEN! 

• 2 Thessalonians 2:1-4 – There must come a FALLING AWAY, and that man of sin will be revealed, 

the son of perdition 

• Jude 1 – The entire book is a warning that we need to contend for the Faith that was once delivered to 

the saints because men have crept in unawares who were before ordained to CONDEMNATION; 

ungodly men, turning the grace of our GOD into lasciviousness and denying the only LORD GOD, and 

our LORD JESUS CHRIST 

• 2 Timothy 3:16-17 – ALL SCRIPTURE is given by inspiration of GOD, and is PROFITABLE for 

DOCTRINE, for REPROOF, for CORRECTION, for INSTRUCTION: That the man of GOD may be 

PERFECT, THOROUGHLY FURNISHED unto all GOOD WORKS 

• 1 John 2:26-27 – John writes this for concerning any one that tries to seduce you, “But the 

ANOINTING which YE HAVE RECEIVED of HIM ABIDETH in you, and ye need NOT that ANY man 

TEACH YOU: but as the same anointing teacheth you of all things, and is TRUTH, and is NO lie, and 
even as it hath taught you, YE SHALL ABIDE IN HIM” 

• Revelation 2:14 – JESUS spoke against the false doctrines of Balaam and the Nicolaitans being taught 

in the Ekklesia of Pergamos (JESUS HATED THESE FALSE DOCTRINES) 

• 2 John 1:9 - Whosoever transgresseth, and abideth not in the doctrine of Christ, hath not God. He that 

abideth in the doctrine of Christ, he hath both the Father and the Son. 

FINAL TAKEAWAY 

 Be willing to READ and STUDY to KNOW the TRUTH so you will NOT be led away by FALSE 

DOCTRINES, TEACHINGS, and PROPHETS 

 Understand that JESUS did not come to establish a religion, or institutions, or buildings, or 

organizations called the Church;  

 The Organized Church (also institutional, Christian, Religious, etc.) – is when men replace the Holy 

Scriptures and the interpretations given by the HOLY SPIRIT (the HOLY GHOST) with their OWN 

system of beliefs, traditions, and dogma 
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 JESUS came for you to answer the call to FOLLOW Him and become His Church, His Ekklēsia

D. The Origins of the Christian Religion 

Most individuals do not know the history of the Christian Religion. However, we think it is important for you to 

consider its history as a Disciple.  Many times, the best way to know what to do is to learn from what not to do. 

The other Key Truth is to learn to examine every religion and organization through the lens of the Holy 

Scriptures.  If you remember our discussion on FALSE PROPHETS and FALSE APOSTLES and TEACHER, 

they will not speak or follow the TRUTHS as written by those Apostles who walked and learned from JESUS 

CHRIST! 
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I did not know this history until the LORD pressed me to do research and teach on this subject at our 2023 

Annual Rediscovering the Holy Scriptures Disciples Reformation Conference (6th Annual Conference).  

I was amazed at what I learned!  

This information may also shock you! 

However, we are in search of the TRUTH, and we must be willing to pursue the TRUTH and not fear, man! 

KEY TRUTHS TO LEARN 

 Constantine, the Roman Emperor, authorized the establishment of the Roman government’s universal 

(Catholic) Church in 325 A.D. 

 St. Augustine was a theologian, philosopher, and bishop, and his philosophical writings on GOD earned 

him the title of the Father of the Modern Christian Church 

STUDY SCRIPTURES, WISDOM, AND INSIGHTS 

• Colossians 2:8-9 – Paul warns Disciples to beware of being spoiled through PHILOSOPHY and VAIN 

DECEIT after the TRADITIONS of MEN and NOT AFTER CHRIST 

o Col 2:8-9 (KJV) Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and vain deceit, after 

the tradition of men, after the rudiments of the world, and not after Christ. 9 For in HIM 

dwelleth all the fulness of the Godhead bodily. 

• The Roman Universal (Catholic) Church forbade the laity to have the Scriptures 

• The Catholic Church conducted their masses in Latin (a language not commonly spoken) 

• The Establishment of Modern Christian Religion and Church after JESUS died was difficult for 

the following three (3) main reasons based on this article.  

o (Quoted from the University of Wyoming (UW) Religion Today: How Constantine Created the 

Christian Church, February 4, 2015) 
o “First, travel and communication were difficult at that time” 

o “Second, there was little agreement about Christianity’s beliefs and teachings, the nature 

of Jesus and God, what writings were sacred, or even how to worship.” 

o “Third, imperial persecutions of Christians happened every few decades.” 

o “These drove Christianity underground and caused many Christians to turn away.” 

o “But almost worse were the rifts that appeared afterward between Christians who kept 

the faith and those who APOSTATIZED to SAVE their LIVES, both of whom STILL 

CONSIDERED THEMSELVES CHRISTIANS.” 

• Constatine, the Roman Emperor, imposed the religion of Christianity on the World in 325 A.D., 

and sought to eliminate the TRUE Disciples and FOLLOWERS of JESUS CHRIST 

• Constantine I established the Modern Christian Church  

o “But if the founding of the church is defined as the first body of CHRISTIAN LEADERS 

who could determine accurate Christian belief and establish with sound authority their 

DEFINITION of CHRISTIANITY across the Mediterranean world, then the SINGLE 

MAN MOST responsible for that achievement was Constantine I, the emperor of Rome. “ 
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o “Although the CREATION and ORGANIZATION of the CHURCH was clearly a process 

that took place over several decades, the founding event was the Council of Nicea in 325 

A.D.” 

• Constantine I made Christianity a LEGAL religion 

o “Constantine appeared on the scene in the midst of the so-called Great Persecution, begun 

in 303 A.D., under Emperor Diocletian”  

o “By 305 A.D., the problems caused by the persecution were overtaken by those of 

determining Diocletian’s successor”  

o “More than six different generals would fight to become the emperor. Constantine stood 

out because he became a Christian and unabashedly made Jesus the patron of his army. 

By 313 A.D., just two contenders remained, Constantine and Licinius” 

o “The two jointly issued the Edict of Milan, which made CHRISTIANITY a LEGAL 

RELIGION and officially ended the persecution” 

o “But, it was not until 324 A.D. that Constantine finally became the sole ruler of the Roman 

Empire” 

• St. Augustine formulated the teachings of Christianity using the philosophical techniques of 

Socrates, Plato, Aristotle, and other Greek Philosophers 

• St Augutine, Phlosophical Father of the Modern Christian Church 

o Augustine was Born: November 13, 354 A.D. / Died: August 28, 430 A.D. 

o He adapted CLASSICAL THOUGHT to CHRISTIAN TEACHING and created a 

POWERFUL THEOLOGICAL SYSTEM of LASTING INFLUENCE  

o He also shaped the PRACTICE of BIBLICAL EXEGESIS and helped lay the foundation 

for much of medieval and MODERN CHRISTIAN THOUGHT 

o In Roman Catholicism he is formally recognized as a doctor of the church 

o More than five million words of his writings survive 

o Most INFLUENTIAL adaptation of the ANCIENT PLATONIC TRADITION with 

CHRISTIAN IDEAS that EVER OCCURRED in the LATIN CHRISTIAN WORLD 

o His particular SYNTHESIS of CHRISTIAN, ROMAN, and PLATONIC TRADITIONS 

defined the terms for much later TRADITION and DEBATE. 

o Source: https://www.britannica.com/biography/Saint-Augustine 

• The Platonic Traditions (from the Greeks) 

o The term "Platonism" is so widely used in modern scholarship that it is difficult to 

determine its meaning precisely as applicable either to a particular group of thinkers or to 

a specific COLLECTION of DOCTRINES. Ancient sources frequently describe 

”PLATONISTS" as those PHILOSOPHERS who further developed the known or 

presumed teaching of PLATO HIMSELF and ”ACADEMICS" as those who pursued the 

SKEPTICAL METHODOLOGY believed to have been INITIATED by the SOCRATES 

of PLATO’s EARLIER DIALOGUES. However, the substantive "Platonism" seems first 

to occur in scholarly literature only around the beginning of the eighteenth century when 

it was used to characterize DOCTRINES that were NOT ONLY DERRIVED from but 

also COMBINED WITH PLATO’S OWN TEACHINGS by later EXEGETES. 

• Christianity Forbade the Laity to Read 
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o Decree of the Council of Toulouse (1229 C.E.):  "We prohibit also that the laity should be 

permitted to have the books of the Old or New Testament; but we most strictly forbid 

their having any translation of these books."   

o Ruling of the Council of Tarragona of 1234 C.E: "No one may possess the books of the 

Old and New Testaments in the Romance language, and if anyone possesses them he must 

turn them over to the local bishop within eight days after promulgation of this decree, so 

that they may be burned..." 

o Proclamations at the Ecumenical Council of Constance in 1415 C.E.: Oxford professor, 

and theologian John Wycliffe, was the first (1380 C.E.) to translate the New Testament 

into English to "...helpeth Christian men to study the Gospel in that tongue in which they 

know best Christ's sentence." For this "heresy" Wycliffe was posthumously condemned 

by Arundel, the archbishop of Canterbury. By the Council's decree "Wycliffe's bones 

were exhumed and publicly burned and the ashes were thrown into the Swift River.” 

o Fate of William Tyndale in 1536 C.E.: William Tyndale was burned at the stake for 

translating the Bible into English. According to Tyndale, the Church forbid owning or 

reading the Bible to control and restrict the teachings and to enhance their own power and 

importance. 

• Scriptural Doctrines of JESUS CHRIST versus Philosophical Doctrines of the Christian Religion

• 2 Timothy 2:16-18 – Paul rebukes Hymenaeus and Philetus, whose words were error (err) because what 

they were speaking disagreed with the “TRUTH,” and they were overthrowing the faith of many

E. We Should Know What “Is Written” 

A discussion about how JESUS referred to what was written in the Old Covenant (OC) by the Prophets on 

numerous occasions.  You can do a search for “It is Written” and see how many times that phrase appears in the

KEY TRUTHS TO LEARN 

 Moses read the law to the children of Israel when he came off Mt. Sinai with the Tables of the 

Testimony, which contained the 10 commandments along with the Law and the book of Genesis 

 JESUS, who was the living WORD, quoted the Old Testament (Old Covenant) when confronted by 

Satan and when teaching His Diciples and the People 

STUDY SCRIPTURES, WISDOM, AND INSIGHTS 

• St. Matthew 4:4, 4:7, and 4:10 – JESUS quoted, “It is written” when using the WORD as a weapon to 

defeat Satan when he was tempted in the Wilderness 

• Ephesians 6:17; Hebrews 4:12-13; 2 Corinthians 10:3-5 – The WORD is our only weapon against 

evil thoughts and Satan 

• “It is Written” – this phrase appears 63 times in 63 verses in the NT (NC but only 17 times in 17 verses 

in the Old Testament (NT) (OC and was primarily spoken by JESUS CHRIST 

o The primary means of receiving GOD’s WORD is through JESUS CHRIST as recorded by His 

Apostles (Acts 1:2) 

• “The Word of the LORD” – this phrase appears 245 times in 242 verses in the OC but only 13 times 

in 13 verses in the NC. 
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o The primary means of receiving GOD’s WORD was from a man of GOD (prophet, priest, etc.) 

FINAL TAKEAWAY 

 One of the prime reasons for reading is that you know what “Is Written.” 

 Knowing what is written can prevent you from being seduced and deceived 

 Knowing what is written equips you to stand against the wiles of the Devil and the ways of this world

16. MODULE 4 – The Old and New Covenants 

This series of modules teaches you the importance and significance of focusing on the New Covenant. These 

lessons are designed to reorient our obsession and preoccupation with the Old Covenant at the expense of not 

focusing on the New Covenant that JESUS CHRIST was brutally sacrificed to purchase.  

If you watch and listen carefully, you will observe the Organized Church’s almost singular focus on everything 

in the Old Covenant. Almost every sermon and teaching across the airwaves, social media, and pulpits take their 

main text from the Old Covenant. If you are like me, you have heard countless teachings on Daniel in the lion’s 

den, the three Hebrew boys in the fiery furnace, David and Goliath, Noah and the Flood, Moses and the children 

of Israel, and countless other stories that are continually taught and preached. 

The detrimental issue is that almost none of the preaching and teaching focus intently on the writings of the 

Apostles that JESUS sent to sanctify and cleanse His Bride. (Ephesians 5:25-27) Very few ministries take long 

and detailed examination of the writings of the Apostles, especially the fourteen (14) books written by Paul, the 

Apostle. 

The LORD sent me to help His FOLLOWERS understand the criticality of READING, STUDYING, and 

DOING the commandments and laws He sent by His Apostles. 

Act 1:1-2 (KJV) The former treatise have I made, O Theophilus, of all that JESUS began both to DO and 

TEACH, 2 UNTIL the day in which HE was TAKEN UP, AFTER that HE THROUGH the HOLY 

GHOST had GIVEN COMMANDMENTS unto the APOSTLES whom HE had CHOSEN: 

Luke reveals that JESUS CHRIST SENT COMMANDMENTS ONLY AFTER HE HAD ASCENDED 

BACK INTO HEAVEN by HIS APOSTLES! 

If you have not READ all the writings of all the Apostles, YOU DO NOT KNOW THE LORD’s 

COMMANDMENTS for those FOLLOWING HIM under His New Covenant! 

1Th 4:1-5 (KJV) Furthermore then we beseech you, brethren, and exhort you by the Lord Jesus, that as 

YE HAVE RECEIVED of US HOW YE OUGHT to WALK and to PLEASE GOD, so ye would abound 

more and more. 2 For YE KNOW WHAT COMMANDMENTS WE GAVE YOU BY the LORD JESUS. 

3 For this is the WILL of GOD, even YOUR SANCTIFICATION, that ye should ABSTAIN from 

FORNICATION: 4 That every one of you should know how to POSSES HIS VESSEL in 

SANCTIFICATION and HONOUR; 5 NOT in the LUST of concupiscence, even as the Gentiles which 

KNOW NOT GOD: 
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In his first epistle, Paul reveals the reason that he is writing is that Disciples might know how we “OUGHT 

TO WALK” and “TO PLEASE GOD!” 

IT IS ESSENTIAL THAT YOU MUST READ TO KNOW AND GROW IN THE LORD! 

Come learn the significance of reading the letters of Paul, Peter, John, and the other Apostles who wrote that we 

might know “How-To” WALK with JESUS and PLEASE OUR FATHER!

A. Understanding the Old Covenant 

It is important to understand that while they call it the Old Testament, the word testament is never used in the 

Old Testament.  In the Hebrew language, they ONLY use and translate it as the word Covenant 

KEY TRUTHS TO LEARN 

 The word testament is NOT used in the Old Testament 

 The word used in the Old Testament is Covenant 

 A covenant established by blood, by the cutting of the flesh 

STUDY SCRIPTURES, WISDOM, AND INSIGHTS 

• Covenant – ber-eeth' (H1285), From H1262 (in the sense of cutting (like H1254)); a compact 
(because made by passing between pieces of flesh): - confederacy, [con-]feder[-ate], 
covenant, league. 

o This Hebrew word only appears in the OC, and it appears 284 times in 264 verses 

• Genesis 6:18 – GOD’s first covenant was with Noah; GOD had Noah build an Ark to save him and his 

family 

• Genesis 9:9-17 – GOD continued his covenant with Noah after they departed from the Ark 

• Genesis 15:18 – GOD makes a covenant with Abram (Abraham) to give him the Promised Land 

• Genesis 17:1-21 – GOD makes an everlasting covenant with Abraham and with Abraham’s seed 

• Exodus 2:23-25 – GOD heard the groanings of the children of Israel in Egypt after the 400 years of 

bondage had been fulfilled and called Moses to send to deliver them 

FINAL TAKEAWAY 

 GOD came to establish a covenant with those who follow and serve him 

 You need to learn to think in terms of a covenant; GOD wants to be in covenant with you through 

JESUS CHRIST

• St. Matthew 5:17-20 – Understand that JESUS did not destroy the Law, but he fulfilled the Law 

• St. Matthew 27:50-53 – The Veil in the Temple in Jerusalem that separated the Holy Place from the 

Most Holy place was destroyed (torn in two from top to bottom) at the death of JESUS CHRIST, 

opening the way for mankind to enter into the presence of GOD and be filled with the HOLY GHOST

17. MODULE 5 – Study Techniques for Reading 

These lessons will share Scriptural Patterns and Techniques you can use to better comprehend and understand 

the WORD of GOD as you are reading. 

A. Returning the Original Language of the Disciples 

We have lost the original language of the Disciples that led to their transformation.  Today, we use many 

Christian Words that if asked, MOST PEOPLE CAN NOT DO! Since there were very little focus on DOING, it 

did not readily concern us or trigger us to consider that much of the teaching is philosophical and left to each 

person doing what they think is right. 

KEY TRUTHS TO LEARN 

 Returning to the Original Greek Words of the NC along with the Original Hebrew Words of the OC will 

allow you to hear the WORDS and THOUGHTS of GOD as heard and understood by the who walked 

with JESUS in the First Century and all those individuals of the OC 

STUDY SCRIPTURES, WISDOM, AND INSIGHTS 

• Original Language was in Hebrew 

o JESUS, His Apostles, and the Orignal Disciples were all Hebrew 

o They all grew up hearing the reading of the Law in the Synagogues in Hebrew 

o JESUS and His FOLLOWERS would mostly likely have conversed in Hebrew 

• The language of the world was Greek 

o Act 1:1-2 – JESUS sent His NC Commandments through the HOLY GHOST to the Apostles 

He had chosen after he ascended back into heaven 

o St. Matthew 28:18-20 – JESUS commanded his eleven (11) Apostles to carry the Gospel into 

the WORLD 

o Paul was a scholar of the Hebrew Law who wrote his letters in Greek to send to the Gentiles 

who decided to FOLLOW JESUS CHRIST 

• Roman established the Christian Religion in 325 A.D. and established Catholicism, with the 

predominant language being Latin 

o Constantine decreed the establishment of the Christian Religion and the Roman Universal 

(Catholic) Church 

o The Council of Nicaea of 325 is acknowledged as the origin of the Christian Religion 
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▪ According to Google research, the Council of Nicaea was a gathering of Christian 

bishops in 325 C.E. to resolve a dispute over the nature of JESUS CHRIST 

o St Augustine, according to Google, was a theologian, philosopher, and bishop in Roman North 

Africa.  He was a prolific writer and preacher who defended the Catholic doctrines.  He is 

considered a doctor of the church in Roman Catholicism and is one of the Latin Fathers of the 

Church. 

o According to Google, Catholic Masses have been conducted in Latin since the second (2nd) 

century, when Pope Victor I Introduced it alongside Greek in North Africa 

• Now, numerous translations of the original writings have been produced in numerous languages around 
the world.  However, they do not always remain faithful to the TRUE INTENTS and THOUGHTS that 

were conveyed in the Original Languages of the Writingss 

• We should return to researching the Greek language in which most Apostles originally wrote to get back 

to the TRUTH and Meanings 

FINAL TAKEAWAY 

 Researching the original words and their meanings can help you unlock the TRUE INTENTS and 

THOUGHTS of GOD 

 The original meanings contain specific actions that you can UNDERSTAND, DO, and KEEP 

 Many of the words used today cannot be done because they are not specific but philosophical; 

philosophical leaves each person to do what they think is writhg; Remember there is a way that seems 

right to a man but it leadeth to death (Proverbs 14:12, 16:25)

B. Wisdom Questions to Guide Your Study 

Many times we ask questions for everything except for the things of GOD.  May trust those who are in ministry 

as though they are GOD’s only means of speaking today. However, in the NC, GOD primarily focuses on the 

individual like the woman at the well, the woman taken in adultery, and the individual Apostles. 

GOD wants you to be inquisitive of his WORDS and to seek him first! 

KEY TRUTHS TO LEARN 

 GOD wants us to seek him 

 GOD wants us to search for His Kingdom and to DO (KEEP) His Commandments of His SON JESUS 

CHRIST 

STUDY SCRIPTURES, WISDOM, AND INSIGHTS 

• St. Matthew 6:31-34 – JESUS commands us to SEEK FIRST the KINGDOM of GOD, and HIS 

RIGHTEOUSNESS; if we do this, WHATSOVER WE NEED will be ADDED to US! 

• Isaiah 55:6-8 – Isaiah extols that we are to seek the LORD while He MAY BE FOUND, and to CALL 

upon HIM, WHILE HE IS NEAR; because GOD ways are not our ways, and His THOUGHTS are 
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NOT OUR THOUGHTS; GOD’s ways and THOUGHTS are high above us as the Heavens are above 

the Earth 

• The LORD laid these wisdom questions in our hearts to share along with the actions disciples 

should be doing: 

o WHAT IS WRITTEN? 

▪ READ to know what GOD SAID (1 Pet. 2:2) 
o WHAT DOES IT MEAN? 

▪ ASK their HEAVENLY FATHER and LISTEN to HEAR the HOLY SPIRIT who 

will reveal, “What does it mean?” (St. James 1:5-8; Rev. 2-3) 
o WHAT DOES IT LOOK LIKE? 

▪ ASK the FATHER and LISTEN to HEAR the HOLY SPIRIT who will SHOW you 

what it looks like (St. John 16:12-13)  

o HOW DO I DO IT (KEEP IT)? 

▪ CHANGE the THOUGHTS of their IMAGINATION, which will RENEW their 

minds and behavior (Changes WALK  by replacing EVIL THOUGHTS with GOOD!

18. MODULE 6 – New Covenant (NC) Discipleship 

What is a disciple? We did not know for many years. It was not even a topic of discussion until the LORD 

prompted our realization during the writing of our book on Paul and Moses. 

We were taught about membership in an organization called a “Church” for most of our lives.  We were 

conditioned of the need to faithfully attend and give.  We knew the varous denominations and we made our 

home in one that felt the most right.  As stated earlier, most of our attention was focused on the vision, mission, 

and growth of the organization and its leadership. 

It was the HOLY SPIRIT who opened our eyes to JESUS strict focus on the His FOLLOWERS becoming His 

LEARNERS and PUPILS.  See, the Greek word Mathates that was translated Disciple in the KJV means 

LEARNER and PUPIL. 

This module will refamilarize us with the knowledge that the First Generation of FOLLOWERS lived by in their 

pursuit of JESUS CHRIST. 

A. Scriptural Definition of a Disciple (Called to Follow) 
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We need to have an understanding of what is a Disciple before we can hope to become one.  We will share with 

you th definition and revelation the LORD gave us about becoming His Disciple. 

KEY TRUTHS TO LEARN 

 JESUS called us to FOLLOW Him and become His LEARNERS and PUPILS 

 JESUS called us to FOLLOW HIM; JESUS did not call individuals to merely accept him 

STUDY SCRIPTURES, WISDOM, AND INSIGHTS 

• Disciple – mathētēs, math-ay-tes' (G3101): From G3129; A LEARNER, that is, PUPIL: - DISCIPLE. 
o The Greek word for Disciple appears in the NC 268 times in 252 verses 
o The word Christian ONLY appears in 3 times  

▪ Acts 11:26 – the Romans and Gentiles first called the DISCIPLES Christians at 

Antioch 
▪ Acts 26:28 – Agrippa told Paul that he had almost persuaded him to be a Christian 
▪ 1 Peter 4:16 – Peter spoke to those who sufferings as a Christian during the early 

Ekklesia (Church) 
• JESUS did not call us to accept Him, the specific command was to FOLLOW 

o Follow – akoloutheō, ak-ol-oo-theh'-o: From G1 (as a particle of union) and κέλευθος 

keleuthos (a road); properly to be IN THE SAME WAY WITH, that is, to ACCOMPANY 
(specifically as a disciple): - FOLLOW, REACH. 

o St. Matthew 4:18-22 – JESUS CALLED to Peter, Andrew, James, and John to FOLLOW HIM; 

He would make them fisherman of men 

• St Matthew 16:24-28; St. Mark 8:34-38; At. Luke 9:23-27 – JESUS says that those who would 

COME AFTER Him, MUST do three (3)  things: 

o DENY THEMSELVES 

o TAKE UP THEIR CROSS 

o FOLLOW HIM 

• St. Mark 10:17-31 – JESUS instructed the Rich Young ruler to go and sell all that he had and Follow 

Him 

• The LORD Gave me this definition about Discipleship 

o Discipleship is the journey one FOLLOWS to become the Bride and Wife of JESUS 

CHRIST, the Lamb of GOD 

o A Disciple heeds the Call to FOLLOW JESUS CHRIST by FAITH,  

o A Disciple becomes a LEARNER through being a PUPIL (student) of the NC Writings of 

the Apostles so they can GROW 

o A Disciple GROWS by READING GOD’s WORD, HEARING the HOLY SPIRIT, and 

KEEPING the COMMANDMENTS and LAWS of GOD to PLEASE Him 
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o A Disciple SANCTIFIES and CLEANSES themselves by replacing the Evil THOUGHTS 

of their IMAGINATION, their HEART with GOOD THOUGHTS by RENEWING their 

MIND in GOD’s WORD to be TRANSFORMED!

• How Do I TEACH Others? (You MUST be a Disciple and experience TRANSFORMATION 

before you can TEACH others.)

• Nehemiah 8:1-8 – Exra had a pulpit built so they could stand above the people and they read the Book 

of the Law of Moses which the LORD had commanded to Israel from morning until midday

• 1 Thessalonians 5:27 – JESUS CHRIST sent a CHARGE to us by Paul that All Holy Brethren must

• St. Matthew 7:21-23 – JESUS WARNS that NOT everyone who says LORD, LORD, shall enter the

• St. Matthew 7:24-28 – A WISE MAN is one who HEARS and DOES (DO) the SAYINGS (WORDS) 

of JESUS CHRIST; a FOOLISH MAN is one who HEARS but DOES NOT DO the SAYING 

(WORDS) of CHRIST 

• St. Matthew 25:1-13 – JESUS teaches about the five (5) WISE and five (5) FOOLISH Virgins; this 

scriptures is connected to JESUS’ Sermon on the Mount (St. Matthew 5-7).  WISE Virgins HEAR and 

DO the Sayings of JESUS; FOOLISH Virgins HEAR but DO NOT DO the SAYINGS of CHRIST 

• James 1:19-25 – James teaches of the CRITICAL COMMANDMENT that one must be a “DOER” of 

the WORD 

• Deuteronomy 28:1-2 – The Children of Israel were instructed to be harken diligently uto the VOICE of 

the LORD thy GOD, to OBSERVE and to DO ALL HIS COMMANDMENTS 

• Deuteronomy 6 – We are commanded to KEEP the LORD’s STATUES and His COMMANDMENTS 

• Deuteronomy 8:1-6 – We are commanded to LIVE BY EVERY WORD THAT PROCEEDETH OUT

IMAGINATION of the THOUGHTS of one’s HEART is ONLY EVIL CONTINUALLY. 

• St. Matthew 4:17 – JESUS’ message from the beginning was that you need to “REPENT” because the 

kingdom of Heaven is at Hand 
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o REPENT – From the Greek word metanoeō (met-an-o-eh'-o), which means “TO THINK 

DIFFERENTLY.” 

• St. Matthew 15:7-9 – JESUS explains vain worship happens when the THOUGHTS of our HEART 

and the words of our mouth are far from Him; Instead, we teach for doctrines the commandments of 

men 

• St. Matthew 15:16-19 – Out of the abundance of the heart, the mouth speaks.  JESUS said the things 

that defile ( ) us are the things that come out of our heart.  One of the main defiling things that can be in 

your life is “EVIL THOUGHTS” 

• Proverbs 23:7 – As a man thinketh in his HEART, so IS HE 

• Jeremiah 17:9-10 – The HEART is deceitful above all things and desperately wicked: who can know 

it? However the LORD searches the HEART to give every man according to his ways, and according to 

the fruit of his doings 

• Proverbs 4:23-24 – Keep thy HEART with ALL DILIGENCE, for out of it are the ISSUES of LIFE 

• Ephesians 4:17-32 – Paul commands that Disciples are NOT to walk in the VANITY of their MINDS 

as the Gentiles do; Verse 23 explains how Disciples are to be “RENEWED IN THE SPIRIT OF YOUR 

MIND.”  Being renewed in one’s mind is how you “PUT ON THE NEW MAN, WHICH AFTER GOD 

IS CREATED IN RIGHTEOUSNESS AND TRUE HOLINESS 

• Romans 12:1-2 – Paul commands that we are NOT to be CONFORMED to this World, but to be 

TRANSFORMED by the RENEWING of OUR MIND, that we might PROVE what is that GOOD, and 

PERFECT, and ACCEPTABLE WILL OF GOD 

• Psalms 1 – David says, BLESSED is the man whose “DELIGHT IS IN THE LAW OF THE LORD; 

and IN HIS LAW DOTH HE MEDITATE DAY AND NIGHT.”  Meditating in the Law of the LORD 

day and night is how we fill our MIND with the WORD of GOD and how we HIDE GOD’s WORD in 

the THOUGHTS of our IMAGINATION

of GOD DWELLS IN YOU; He warns that GOD will destroy those who DEFILE the Temple of their 

BODY 

• 1 Peter 2:5-9 – We are a royal priesthood so we can be responsible for properly maintaining the temp of 

our body 

• 1 Corinthians 6:12-20 – Paul warns against defiling our bodies through sexual immorality (adultery,
